Three race horses stood in their stalls. One
said to other others: “I ran 20 races and I won
15 of them!” he bragged. The next said with a
snort, “Well, I ran 30 races and won 25 of
them!” Then the third horse spoke up proudly,
“Yeah, I ran 41 races and won 39 of them!”
This seemed to settle the topic when the
horses noticed a Greyhound outside their
stalls. The Greyhound said, “I ran 100 races
and I won 99 of them.” The horses looked at
each other in amazement and one gasped,
“Wow!  A talking greyhound!”
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By this point it really does not matter, because both of these small round black berry producing plants are poisonous
to  your horse.  Soon after ingestion of anywhere from  one to ten pounds of Nightshade, your horse will show signs
of diarrhea, colic, and weakness.   Pokeweed goes one step further and causes convulsions, but it is unknown how
much of the plant the horse must consume to exibit symptoms.  Both plants could prove fatal.   All parts of these two
plants are poisonous - stems, roots, leaves, berries and flowers.  The mature plant is readily identifiable by the black
berries, but the leaves of the sprouts are just as toxic as the full grown plant.  My children love, and I mean LOVE,
to pick grass and hand feed it to their ponies.  I have taught them to only pick
grass blades and   NOTHING else.   Hand feeding these leaves could result in a
vet bill, or worse.                                                  by Melody Halperin

My older sister got a horse.  That changed my life!
My sister’s horse is a walker and she is all black; a
little sunfaded with a white diamond on her nose
and a little white on all of her legs down by each
hoof.  Another reason how horses changed my life
is using a Natural Horsemanship Program.
